Racial and Religious Hatred Bill
On 11th October 2005  the Racial and Religious Hatred Bill comes before the House of Lords. If the Lords approve the Bill, it will become law and freedom to preach the full Gospel of Jesus Christ may be significantly curbed for years to come. Despite Government reassurances the wording on the face of the Bill may mean that preaching directly from the Bible could become a criminal offence punishable with a jail sentence of up to 7 years.

3)  LOBBYING. Contact your local MP and/or your local peer by letter, e-mail or fax.
